Enlisting Christians who advocate a nonviolent
alternative to war, CPT has placed violence-reduction teams in crisis situations
and militarised areas in several countries at the invitation of local peace and
human rights workers. CPT aspires to the vision of unarmed intervention
waged by committed peacemakers in bold attempts to transform lethal conflict
through the nonviolent power of God’s truth and love.

CPT’s ministry of Biblically-based
and spiritually-centred peacemaking
emphasises creative public witness,
nonviolent direct action and protection of
human rights. CPT currently has teams
in the Middle East, South East Asia and
South America and is looking to have a
presence in other regions.
